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WILDLIFE...

Among the mammals are Squirrels, Voles
and Mice, Moles, Hedgehogs and Bats.
Urban Foxes have been  spotted
occasionally. These are generally found in
the areas where there are compost, log

piles, and longer grass.

Wrens and Robins are present along with
other common garden birds. This year for
the first time Kites have nested Tower Hill
and until recently, when it fledged and
flew the nest, their offspring could be
heard calling. The juvenile Red Kite has a
shrill call that sounds like a cheap plastic
whistle with a faulty pea!

There is also a Green Woodpecker (Yaffle)
who can be seen swooping from tree to
tree with its undulatin flight or
sometimes heard giving its distinctive
chattering call. Their diet consists almost
entirely of ants and there is an
abundance of these around.
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Insects are everywhere “in
fact, the flower banks attract

bees, moths and -butterflies -

such as the Comma, Painted

Lady, and Common Blue. And, -

of course, we have plenty of
spiders and beetles. Love

them or hate them, even the
bugs all have a vital part to
play in the ecology of the
Cemetery.
